Welcome to the Windsor Globe 2012!

This year, our family show will be a brand new pantomime - Jack Frost!
Will you help save summer from the baddies?!

About the Windsor Globe...

The Windsor Globe is an annual outdoor festival of theatre, music and comedy. Each
year we build an open air theatre structure, to provide all the facilities of a permanent theatre, but
in an outdoor environment.

The festival is produced by professional theatre practitioners, who are supported by a large team
of actors (professional and community), technicians and other volunteers.

Set in the beautiful grounds of the Alexandra Gardens, in view of the castle, river and Eton Bridge.
A truly inspirational setting for the tales!

There are no auditions for the junior roles - everyone can take part!

Instead of pre-selecting younger cast and to ensure everyone has a chance to take part, we will
hold a half term holiday 4 day long workshop (June 6-9th, which allows for bank holidays), followed
by six weeks of Sunday afternoon rehearsals with the adult cast, director and musical director.
With workshops and performances over three months, it is an extended learning experience! You
must be free to attend the workshop in June in order to take part.

Lead roles (young adults): The lead roles will be played by professional adult (over 18°s) actors who
have had to audition for their part. All other parts will be played by you - the junior/teen chorus.

What will chorus do?

They will support the lead actors. Chorus will act, sing and dance in a variety of roles.They are

crucial to the story lines and are very much an important part of the cast! Wherever possible




individuals will have a solo line or more. Dance training is not essential, but you must be willing to
learn and join in. Routines will be choreographed and adapted to show everyone in their best light!

Chorus holiday course: This is where the show begins! Please read all the information carefully.

What: The workshops which the children will take part in will give them a chance to work in
depth with the director (Bart Lee) and Musical Director and choreographer during the schools
holidays.We will cast and rehearse the junior roles, and learn the music and dances.

When: The intensive workshops run from 10am - 4pm from Wednesday 6th June - Saturday 9th
June.

Working/busy parents can collect children later if required (the studios close at 6pm during school
holidays). Ve can accommodate a maximum of 24 children - so please book early! Following the
workshop week, there will be 6 Sunday rehearsals, including a technical/dress rehearsal at the
venue.

All Sunday rehearsals (excluding the dress) will be in Bracknell at Artemis Studios who donate
rehearsal space each year.

Rehearsal Location: Artemis Studios, Charles Square, Bracknell (town centre), RGI12 | AY.
Times: 10am - 4pm daily (plus additional sunday rehearsals - see schedule)

Fee: The Windsor Globe is not publicly funded and relies entirely on tickets sales and the
generosity of our volunteers and goods-in-kind sponsors to run.

There is a non-refundable fee contribution of £90 per child who accepts a chorus place.This will
help cover the holiday course, costumes, cast tee shirts, awards, chaperones expenses, a photo CD
of the show and rehearsals, administrators and child-licensing costs.

Discounts of £10 each are available for siblings, or children who took part in previous
Windsor Globe productions or any students on any current Artemis Studios courses.

We can also offer a 50% discount to up to six parents who are licensed chaperones and are willing
to chaperone four of the 7 performances, and attend the dress rehearsal on site before the show
opens. If you would like to apply to become a chaperone, the process is undertaken through your
local council and takes approximately 3 months (they must apply for an enhanced CRB, even if you
already hold one).We can help you with this application.

Please indicate on the relevant box on the booking form if you qualify for a discount. Unfortunately
we do not have any private funding to award free places.

All fees are due before the rehearsal starts, and are payable directly to “The Windsor Globe’ by
cheque.We regret due due to demand we are unable to reserve places, a place on the cast will
only be confirmed once forms and any fees are received.
